‘Soapies’ 
 
Ingredients 
A large spoonful of actors 

3 plots, rolled into one 

1 cup of self-raising climax and cliffhangers 

10 cups of make-up 

10 minutes of ads for teenagers

Firstly, mix the actors well. 

Make sure they are fully involved with each other before adding 10% of 

the ads for teenagers. 

After, while stirring the plot up, slowly add the self-raising climax along 

with the odd cliffhanger. 

Drop in the occasional celebrity guest and mix well. 

Lastly, stir in 10 cups of make-up and wait until it has been standing for 

a while before stirring again. 

Place in a television station for half an hour if you want served very
